
The next step in the yearbook process is planning your pages. Determining page content will help expose logistical 
problems such as incorrect page count and reduce accidental omission of material. Having a fleshed out page diagram 
of your yearbook to refer to will give you a better sense of direction in the layout stage of your book and ultimately 
speed up the entire process.

Yearbook Page Planner
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The boxes in the ladder diagram below represent the pages of your yearbook. Write titles or notes within them to 
plan and designate pages and their content . Every fourth page, starting on page 16, is colored red as a reminder 
that the page count of any book pages must be in increments of four.
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
